Ender's Game is the winner of the 1985 Nebula Award for Best Novel and the 1986 Hugo Award for Best Novel, and recommended for ages 12 and up.  
This science fiction novel is about the development of a secure defense against a hostile alien race's next attack; government agencies breed child geniuses and train them as soldiers.  Ender's skills make him a leader in school and respected in the Battle Room, where children play at mock battles in zero gravity.  Yet, growing up in an artificial community of young soldiers Ender suffers greatly from isolation, rivalry from his peers, pressure from the adult teachers, and an unsettling fear of the alien invaders.  His psychological battles include loneliness, fear that he is becoming like the cruel brother he remembers, and fanning the flames of devotion to his beloved sister. 

The Ender’s Game unit will consist of class discussions, debates, activities, and assignments that encourage critical thinking about literary and thematic works of fiction.  
Please know I do not believe in censorship of books; therefore, due to mature and controversial issues, some may consider this novel to be too mature for 7th graders unless a parent or legal guardian grants permission.  I have personally read the novel and feel it is appropriate for our class.  However, I still wish to have your consent.
